2009 marks the 29th year for the Nursing in London study 
abroad program. It is a �ve-credit program offered by the 
Michigan State University College of Nursing. The program 
compares nursing education, practice, and healthcare policy in 
the United Kingdom and the United States with emphasis on 
nursing’s historical development.

It is organized in three modules:
 - nursing education in the United Kingdom
 - historical development of nursing and healthcare; and
 - nursing practice as a social institution

British nurse educators, practitioners, and of�cials serve as guest lecturers during the program. 
Observational clinical experiences will occur in a variety of settings.
